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GCSE Maths

Students continue to study Number, Algebra, Shape Space and
Measures and Data Handling. These are applied to daily life
situations and involve more problem solving, financial and
scientific scenarios.

Homework will be set every week and should be completed to the
high standards we expect in class.

Maths club runs after school on a Monday where a number of
teachers are available to support independent study or help with
problems or questions.

Students should have their own scientific calculator to use in
lessons and at home. (These are available through Parentpay
£8.25).

Students will sit end of term tests at Christmas
2019 and Easter 2020.

First full practice exam —June 2020
Second full practice exam — Nov 2020
Final full practice exam — Feb/March 2021

which tier each student will enter.
